It accounts
for the largest number of deaths in all
affluent societies, outstripping cancer,
accidents and infections as causes of
death. In developing countries as well,
this trend is apparent, now that fewer
people die of infections, and more children
survive the diseases of childhood.

There are four important types of heart
disease. Firstly, congenital heart disease,
